The new coffees ordered 
are:  Bright Day Brew (a medium roast), Organic Love Buzz 
(combination of Full City and French roasts), Organic Mind, Body 
and Soul (a combination of Medium and Vienna roasts) and large 
bags of the French Roast.  The chocolates include the dark 
chocolate with almonds,  mint chocolate with delicate crunch and 
dark chocolate with hazelnut flavoring.
